Jury Application and Guidelines

Thank you for your interest in becoming a juried member of the Grand Isle Art Works (GIAW).  We look forward to seeing your creative work.

The Pre-Screening and Jury Process

The jury panel consists of the gallery management and invited artists chosen for their experience and understanding of fine craft.  Preference is given to Vermont residents who live in Vermont at least five months of the year.

Pre-screening of product and/or photographs is used to determine whether work submitted is appropriate for GIAW.  If it is, you will be contacted by email or by telephone to set up a jury appointment.

Creative work will be evaluated on its level of craftsmanship, individuality of design, customer appeal and marketability.  All work must be original and made by the applicant.  Solely manufactured items, items made from kits, or items made from commercially available plans are not acceptable.

The gallery is looking for current, active work within a single medium.  If you want to present more than one medium these will be considered as separate jury processes.

The Jury will meet as needed, but generally once a month.

Pre-screening Process:

Please include the following items with your completed application for pre-screening:

· Four to six digital images of your work in .jpg form (You may submit a CD or send them by email. See application.) Include a stamped, return addressed envelope if you would like your images returned

· An artist statement or biography

Pre-screening candidates will be contacted by email or by telephone to set up a jury appointment.

Jury Process:

Please bring a representative selection of your current work to GIAW for consideration.  For particularly large media, this may be just two or three original works; jewelers and potters may need to bring 10 or more pieces.  Please feel free to supplement your samples with a portfolio and bring along any display items that will help present your work.

All work should be in its finished form, presented as it would be for sale. Please mark each piece with its retail price and include hang tags, if you use them.

You will receive a written response from the Jury.  We will make every effort to have this response to you within one week following the jury.  Please allow us up to two weeks.
